1). We need to have an Advent project to become alert and watchful in the spirit of todayôs  
Gospel.  Every morning when we get up, let us pray, ñLord, show me someone today with whom I may 
share your love, mercy and forgiveness.ò  St. Teresa of Calcutta (Mother Teresa), once said, ñWhatever 
you do in your family, for your children, for your husband, for your wife, you do for Jesus.ò  Every night 
when we go to bed, let us ask ourselves, ñWhere have I found Christ today?ò  The answer will be Godôs 
Advent gift to us that day. By being alert and watchful, weôll be getting an extra gift:  Christ  
himself.  There is a saying about being saved which goes back to St. Thomas Aquinas: ñWithout God, I 
canôt.  Without me, He wonôt.ò 
 

2). We need to be wakeful and watchful: We are so future-oriented that we frequently forget the  
present entirely.  We spend too much time trying to protect ourselves against future misfortunes.  We 
save for a rainy day, to get married, to buy a home, to send the children to college, to retire in comfort, and to protect our-
selves against future misfortunes with varieties of insurance.  But we need to be more spiritually wakeful to prepare for 
our eternal life.  Let us make this Advent season the time of such preparation.
